📌 Meet Scott Rachuk, Skate Ontario - Special Projects, Sports Dept.
Scott works with Skate Ontario to develop athlete-centred
programs that modernize skating across the province. LSC is one
of five pilot clubs selected to help test and develop these
initiatives.

Scott’s involvement in skating began in childhood and has
shaped most of his career. As an athlete, he competed at the
National Team level, representing Canada internationally, before
transitioning into coaching in the early 1990s. He later founded a
multi-sport skating school in Strathroy, ON, developing national
and international athletes, and gained extensive experience as a
National Team coach.

In 2014, Scott joined Skate Ontario as its first Technical Director, later serving as Director
of Sport. He also spent three years as Sport Director for the Swedish Figure Skating
Association. Now, his focus is on the Club Modernization Program, supporting pilot
clubs like LSC through regular visits and hands-on program development.
